IV. Important Discussions and New Work

We should diligently and completely discuss several important matters.

1.  Charters for Working Groups.   Representative charters have been drafted for two coordinating working groups and two new working groups: Mission Assurance Coordination Working Group, Orbital Debris Coordination Working Group, Small Satellite Operations Working Group, and Conjunction Assessment Working Group.  All are attached.  These have the format and content employed through ISO.  The objectives are: scope bounded to assure completion in a reasonable time, measurable goals and milestones, periodic reconfirmation or termination, and definitive closure.  All of this is consistent with ISO Directives 1 and 2, our governing documents, which are also attached for your information.
2.  New Work Items.   The recent World Radio Conference deferred decision for redefining civil time to eliminate synchronization with Earth rotation.  There are no normative definitions of time as it is understood worldwide or for implementing processes that rely on precise time and time intervals.  A new work item is proposed to correct this.  
Small satellites proliferate.  Many now capable of building small satellites and acquiring launch services for them as companions to launches of large satellites have no operational experience or the capability to conceive mission profiles and orbits that do not jeopardize others or contaminate the near Earth space environment.  A new work item is proposed to develop guidance and recommend development and operational practices.  

These are attached.

3.  Strategy for the Future and Potential New Work
We do not serve just to think of things we could standardize.  We serve to represent the needs of our national and professional constituencies.  Each participant should determine those needs and be prepared to discuss them in our meeting.  
I appreciate your service and dedication and look forward to a productive week in Brazil.  Each individual or delegation responsible for the items above should be prepared to present status and issues in the form of briefings or point papers.
